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At the very heart of activities performed by managers is decision-making. There are programs already
running across B-schools, helping participants to understand and use various analytical models and
quantitative techniques to make better decisions. However, the normative frameworks do not
necessarily resemble with the descriptive realities of decision-making, especially when human
preferences (subjective) play an active role in the decision analysis and modeling. This is because of
some of the inherent limitations of the human information processing systems like limited span of
working memory, limited exactness in quantitative measurements, and human errors and
contradictions. This requires understanding the human psychology of judgment and decision-making
before adopting or developing a model for decision analysis. This is needed not only while formulating
the problem and the objectives, but also while understanding and developing alternatives and criteria
for evaluation. 

The goal of this program is to help managers make better decisions. A better understanding of how we
make decisions, and why we sometimes fail to do so, is crucial for individuals, organizations, and
society. This program identifies the decision traps we all face and offers strategies to avoid and
overcome them. It is designed to help participants think analytically about the ways decisions are
made and provides both an introduction to theories of decision-making as well as practical skills. The
course will introduce participants to the traditional and contemporary models of judgment and
decision-making.

This program will familiarize participants with techniques for analysing decision problems

(complicated by uncertainty and conflicting objectives) by breaking them down into more manageable

parts and explicitly considering the possible alternatives, the available information, and the relevant

preferences. The program will have three modules. The first module will cover normative tools for

subjective decision-making. The second module will cover descriptive realities of decision-making and

its divergence from normative frameworks. The third module will cover techniques for reducing the

gap between normative and descriptive aspects of decision-making.

In addition, he holds a Master’s degree in Computer Application
from Rajiv Gandhi Technological University Bhopal and Bachelor of Science in Mathematics from
Devi-Ahilya University Indore. Before joining Doctoral program, he worked as an Academic Associate
at Indian Institute of Management Ahmedabad, and as a Lecturer at SGSITS Indore.
